1. Each court will play 3 “sets” of 8 games, each with a different partner
2. Scores will be totalled at the end of the session

3. Placements are determined as follows:
a. Highest score will be 1st place. Second highest score will be 2nd place. Third highest score will be 3rd place. Lowest score will be 4th place.
b. In case of tie, the placement is determined by the initial rank of the player. For example, in the scores above, Rafael Nadal (#1 position) will be 2nd place and Novak Djokovic (#3 position) will be in 3rd place.
c. The final placements for the above example are:
1st - Roger Federer
2nd – Rafael Nadal
3rd – Novak Djokovic
4th – Andy Murray




Ranking Adjustments

1. Based on the final placements of the night, the following shifts will occur:
a. 1st place takes the rank of the #3 position of the court above
b. 2nd place takes the rank of the #4 position of the court above
c. 3rd place takes the rank of the #1 position of the court below
d. 4th place takes the rank of the #2 position of the court below
2. If a player did not play, there is no change in ranking for that player.

	Roger Federer will take Rafael Nadal’s current rank
	Novak Djokovic will take Simona Halep’s current rank
	Andy Murray will take Grigor Dmitrov’s current rank
	
If we look at Court 5, the following ranking changes will occur:
Simona Halep will take Andy Murray’s rank
Grigor Dmitrov will take Novak Djokovic’s current rank
Caroline Wozniacki will take John Isner’s current rank
Marin Cilic will take Naomi Osaka’s current rank

If we look at Court 4, the following ranking changes will occur:
	Naomi Osaka will take Caroline Wozniacki’s current rank
	John Isner will take Marin Cilic’s current rank
	Angelique Kerber will take Julia Georges’ current rank
	Kevin Anderson will take Kei Nishikori’s current rank
If we look at Court 3, the following ranking changes will occur:
	Julia Georges will take the current rank of the #1 position of Group B (top court)
	Kei Nishikori will take Angelique Kerber’s current rank
	Serena Williams will take Kevin Anderson’s current rank
David Goffin will take take the current rank of the #2 position of Group B (top court)

Implications

1. This system ensures that every week, the ranking positions will always shift (players will move up or down).
2. A win always guarantees an increase in ranking. A loss always guarantees a decrease in ranking.
3. Your position (#1, #2, #3, or #4) matters as a tie in total scores favours the higher seeded player.
4. Every week, courts will almost always have a different set of players.
5. The range that a player will move up or down can vary depending on which players are playing that night.

PLEASE NOTE:
 
If you achieve 13 points and you are 3rd place on the court, you will stay for the following week and will stay in the same position for the following week with NO movement up or down.

If you are unable to play in a particular week, your placement will not drop for the following week, however, missing 2 consecutive weeks will result in a dropping of 2 positions, NOT 2 courts.

Last minute cancellations or no shows - Due to the complexity of organizing the Competitive Doubles and numerous last minute cancellations experienced previously, a Cancellation policy is now in effect immediately.  Cancellations must be done before 12pm on Tuesdays- this includes absences due to illness.  Cancellations done after 12pm on Tuesdays will have their ratings dropped.  No shows or last minute cancellations will be charged a $10 fee, will have their ratings dropped and will not be allowed to participate in the following week Competitive doubles.  We thank you for your help and consideration by following above rules
